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Can You Keanu?  

Point Break Live! Smash Hit, Full-Immersion Stage Production 
Resumes San Francisco Performances at CELLSpace! 

March 3, 2009, San Francisco, CA: “Point Break LIVE!,” the internationally lauded absurdist stage adaptation of the 1992 Keanu Reeves/Patrick Swayze extreme-sports blockbuster, returns by popular demand to San Francisco’s CELLSpace, Friday nights beginning  March 13, 2009, at 9:00 p.m.

Called “Hilarious” by Variety Magazine, “Point Break LIVE!” tells the story of former College-football-star-turned-FBI-agent, Johnny Utah, in pursuit of the surfing, bank robbing, skydiving, bare-hand-fighting adrenaline-junkie-cum-Zen-master Bodhi Sattva.
